Contractor Begins To Demolish Portions of the 

Sunshine Skyway Fishing Piers
Tampa, FL – July 10, 2011 – The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) and its contractor, Misener Marine, began to cut spans and permanently remove access to structurally unsafe portions of the North Fishing Pier.  The contractor will continue to cut spans and remove the piles (supports) within the water until all 27 spans have been removed.  

Most of the work is performed from floating barges except for the building renovations at the restroom crossovers and bait shops.  The bait shops located on the North and South Piers will remain open 24 hours a day and 7 days a week throughout this project which is expected to be completed by March 2012. The contractor will work Monday – Friday.  No weekend work is expected.

The Sunshine Skyway Fishing Piers are located at the north and south entrances to the Bob Graham Sunshine Skyway Bridge.  The North Pier is located in Pinellas County and Hillsborough County and the South Pier is located in Manatee County.
